At this time of the year, KAY clubs across the state identifying students to assume leadership roles in their 
clubs. And in order to equip these new officers and board members to be the best they can be, KAY clubs 
are beginning the process of securing these leaders and other members of their club to attend KAY 
Leadership Camp (KLC).  

As you are aware, the purpose of KLC is to develop leadership potential, to enrich personalities, to create 
an awareness of citizenship responsibilities and to develop a desire to become involved in those programs 
and projects which help to build a better world. 

KAY officers, board members and any KAY member (boy or girl, grades 6-12) wishing to attend may do 
so with their sponsors approval.

Clubs are expected to be prepared 
to match a KAYAN scholarship amount.
